Well, the FTC (Federal Trade Comission) has just passed a law that websites that deal with credit need to inform folks of something I have been doing for years. 
 
Here is what it says:
New amendment to the 2003 Free Annual File Disclosures Rule goes into effect April 2, 2010.
This new rule by the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) will require new disclosures to help consumers avoid confusing "free" offers - which often attempt to lure you into spending money on credit monitoring or other products or services - with the free credit reports available at www.annualcreditreport.com, the only authorized "central source" for truly free credit reports.

	Here we go with your Newsletter: 
 
 
 This month's Newsletter we will discuss important things to know when you are pre approved for your home loan but have not closed on it yet. 
 
 
When you are preapproved and you are just waiting for a closing date to finalize your mortgage there are a few important things you need to be aware of:  
 
1. Do not do anything that requires anyone to pull your credit.  
Prior to closing you can not have any new inquiries on your credit. This looks very suspicious to the lender.  
No new credit cards, or in store credit. 
I don't care if you want new furniture for your house to celebrate. WAIT until you have closed on the house and you have the paperwork that the house is yours. In fact at least wait until the day AFTER the closing! Then you know it will not come back to bite you. 
 
2. No Big Purchases 1-2 months prior to closing. 
No buying a new car prior to closing, or anything that you have to spend over a few hundred dollars for or make payments on. This will raise a red flag. 
 
 
3. No Changing Jobs 1-2 months prior to closing. 
 Keep all employment stuff the same as best you can. They will call your employer the day of closing and verify you are still working. They want to know you will be able to make payments right up to the closing. 
 
 
4.Don't let your bank accounts go to overdraft . 
Always have a running balance in your bank account. The underwriter may ask for bank statements the day of closing. 
 
5.Don't cancel any credit cards 1-2 months prior to closing.
This will ding your credit score initially.  YOU don't want to do anythign to bring down your credit just before closing. 
 
6. Don't pay anything late. 
You do not want any suprises that show up on credit that you have not paid something all of a sudden. Be as good as gold.
